“While our inventive, viral ‘Lucky/777’ campaign for Steve Brown Apartments really resonated with the campus
demographic, something like our DOT radio spot, encouraging safe driving in construction zones, required a
much different approach and thinking,” said Wallman. “Having so many of the campaigns bring so much
success for our clients — that’s the best award.”

Aside from winning Best in Non-traditional campaign, Best in Newspaper campaign and Best in Radio
campaign, the company received multiple Silver ADDY’s, showcasing work done for Trac-Rite, the UW-
Madison School of Veterinary Medicine, the Wisconsin School of Music Association, Goodwill, Steve Brown
Apartments, Mt. Olympus, the Wisconsin Department of Transportation and the Wisconsin Department of
Health and Family Services.
